A native of Birmingham, Mr. Ketélbey received
his masical education at Trinity College, London,
where he won a scholarship. Affefwards ke be-
came a professor, and at present is an examiner
for this institetion, and, being also musical direc-
tor for the Columbia Phonograph Company in
London, he has a practical playing acguainiance
with almost every orchestral instrument. Last
summef he was epgaged with his orchestra by
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the Tunbridge Wells corporation, where he made
a very big success. At the present time Mr.
Ketdlbey is in great request by theatrical man-
agers for incidental music, for which {he dramatic
qualities of his compositions are so eminently
suitable.
